You wouldn't lend your health insurance card to a stranger on the street... So why do it online without even
realizing it?

Fraudsters love your personal information: name, address, card number, even your date of birth! # (Yes,
even that.)

@ Their goal? Impersonating you.
And the consequences can be serious: opening accounts in your name, fraudulent purchases, or worse...

¥ Never share your personal information via email or text message.
2 Be wary of questionable forms and contests that are too good to be true.
